Your dog must be at
least 6 months old. The first year, “first time training” is when the dog learns intense avoidance of rattlesnakes. The
second year, “return training” is what really cements this behavior within your dog. To ensure maximum benefit from this
training, it is recommended training should be repeated the following year after initial training.
